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Installation Procedure

Door Properties
A. Measure the door thickness

Measure the door thickness and select the proper Spindle and Screw length. For details,
please refer to the table in Page 1.

B. Checkthe door opening direction

The position of the handle is determined by the opening direction of the door. Below is

the graphical representation of door opening direction in reference to your location
outside the room.

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C. Change the handle direction (if needed)

1) Use a screwdriver to remove the screw of handle. Take the handle out from the

lock.
2) Change the direction and replace the handle in its position. Again secure the

handle with the screw.
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D. Change the location of stud bolts (if needed)
If the holes are already drilled on the door, you can adjust the location of two stud bolts

to fix the lock.
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Drilling Holes on the Door Installing Mortise

1) Place the Installation Template at Secure the Mortise with the Screw A.
the desired handle height.

2)  Mark for the holes to be drilled

and drill the marked places.
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Installing Outdoor Unit

Attach the Gasket to the Outdoor Unit.
Insert Spindle A into the clutch. Make sure the triangle mark points towards the
door opening direction.
Attach the Outdoor unit to the door by inserting the cable through the drilled
holes.
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Installing Mounting Plate and Gasket
Attach the Mounting Plate to the Gasket and route the cable through the hole.

Place the Gasket and Mounting Plate on to the door and use Screw B & Screw C to

secure them.
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A Installing Indoor Unit

1) Tighten the screw to fix the Spindle B.

2)  Connect the cable to the port on the Indoor Unit.

3)  Place the Indoor Unit properly on the Mounting Plate. Then use Screw D to secure

the Indoor Unit.

Note: Push cable ina) the hole.

Installing Battery and Cover

Insert eight Alkaline AA batteries and cover them with a battery cover.




Bl Installing Strike Plate and Box

1) Make sure that the Strike Box is aligned with the latch bolt. Then, use the
Installation Template to drill holes.

2)  Align the Strike Plate and Box with the drilled holes and secure them with Screw A.

Key B is coated with silver colour, which is used by the proprietor.
